BE 2326-Engineering Economy

Spring, 2008
Course Description

This course covers the basics of economic analysis from an engineering perspective.  Because cost is such an important component in decision-making, various techniques for comparing alternatives on an economic basis are presented.  Other topics include depreciation, inflation considerations, cost estimating, and sensitivity analysis.  After completing the course, the student should be able to identify which alternative should be selected from two or more mutually exclusive alternatives on the basis of economic considerations.

Method of Evaluation

The final course grade will be determined from: (1) the grades on five exams, and (2) the grades on in-class quizzes.  The quiz average will count as one exam.  The exams covering specified chapters will be given as shown on the attached schedule.  A comprehensive final exam will be given which can be used to replace all or part of the average of the exam grades.  The overall course average will be based on the higher of the 5 hour exams and 4 quizzes (1 exam equivalent) average or the final exam grade.
